
Prayer Walk for DPAC

Our desire is that many would come and hear the life-changing message of the gospel as we celebrate
Christmas at DPAC this year. We want to invite you to walk and pray in your own neighborhood, an area
apartment complex, or a new development being built near your home. Choose the time that’s best for you.
Take your family with you or gather with members of your small group to walk and cry out to God for the
salvation of neighbors and friends. As you walk and pray, look for opportunities to invite people to
Christmas at DPAC.

Here’s a short guide to help you pray:

Luke 2:10–11
“And the angel said to them, ‘Fear not, for behold, I bring you good news of great joy that will be for all the
people. For unto you is born this day in the city of David a Savior, who is Christ the Lord.’” (ESV)

1. Come and hear - Pray that many would come and hear Christ proclaimed, the “good news of
great joy” that is for all people.

2. Christ the Lord – Ask God to give them faith to believe that Jesus is the Son of God who has
come so they could be saved. Pray that they would surrender their lives to him and begin their
journey as a disciple of Jesus.

Luke 2:13–14
“And suddenly there was with the angel a multitude of the heavenly host praising God and saying, ‘Glory to
God in the highest, and on earth peace among those with whom he is pleased!’”

3. Glory to God – Pray that believers would be encouraged to grow as disciples and that the
people of God would be joyful worshipers, giving glory and praise to God.

4. Peace – Pray that we would all be bold witnesses to the power of the gospel. Ask God to bring
his peace to RDU and transform our communities by his grace.
